Believe

God makes a covenant
(promise) with Noah to
save all living things.
That people in the story
of Noah turned away
from God and chose to
act badly; this is
behaviour called sin.
The Sacrament of
Baptism is when a
person becomes part of
the Christian family and
promises to love God.
That the Christian Bible
is split into two parts,
the Old Testament, and
the New Testament.

That prophets and
prophetesses
communicate God's
message inspired by
the Holy Spirit. John
the Baptist is born to
be a prophet.
Christians believe that
the person Isaiah spoke
of was Jesus. In Isaiah’s
words, Christians
recognise Jesus as a
light in the darkness
and Immanuel, ‘God-
with-us'.
Advent is the season
when Christians
prepare for the coming
of Jesus Christ at
Christmas. That Mary is
the mother of God and
our mother who is
trusted with all our
prayers.

John the Baptist is a
prophet who calls
people back to God by
encouraging them to
say sorry. Baptism is a
sign of forgiveness.
That when people
make bad choices (sin),
they turn away from
God. Jesus teaches that
God loves and forgives
and that being sorry
helps us to change and
become better people.
Jesus’ miracles are
signs that show he is
the promised one
(Messiah).

Jesus' parables are
simple comparisons
that invite people to
know more about God.
Jesus brings healing in
different ways.

That Jesus gave us the
Sacrament of
Reconciliation to heal
and restore our
friendship with God and
through this ourselves.
That Lent is a time of
preparing our hearts
and minds for Easter
through reconciliation
and forgiveness.
The Easter Vigil Mass is
the high point of the
year and is rich in
symbols of light and
darkness.

Love is
God's first gift poured
into our hearts by the

Holy Spirit.

The fruits of the Spirit
are the visible signs
that a person is led by
the Holy Spirit.
The fruits of the Spirit
are love, joy, peace,
patience, kindness,
generosity, faithfulness,
gentleness, and self-
control.
